Minutes – January 22, 2006

Meeting called to order at 12:45 by Walter Greenberg, President

· Meetings from November, 2005 meeting are still “under construction”

· Part of February, 2006 meeting will be used as a planning session for next year

Guest – Don Rizzo, Vice president of Institutional Advancement

· Primary role is to work with UHA staff and Alumni to move the University forward

· Works with anything related to fundraising, in particular, wills, donors, trusts, etc.

· There are 70,000 alumni, main concentration on the East Coast

· There are presently Alumni Networking events in the Boston, Hartford, and New York areas. At these events, alumni talk about their professions, do recruitment and interviews

· Cost - per – minute to educate a child is $276.14, and the Office of Institutional Advancement is asking for “a minute” to help

· Currently there are four Capital Campaign projects going on

· I.S.E.T.

· Performing Arts Center (Albany Avenue); intent is to break ground Spring, ‘06

· “Home Field Advantage” – soccer, lacrosse, baseball, and softball fields are complete; all – purpose field with a track will be done next year

· UHA Art School will expand for the purpose of increasing the square footage needed per student

· The University would like to renovate The Hawk’s Nest, and would like the Parents’ Association to assist with fundraising, probably around $100,000 per year for five years

· A new 200 bed dorm will be constructed near The Hawk’s Nest; hopefully, this would make the facility see more use, thus the need for expansion

· Parents have not been solicited in the past – this is a new campaign and new attempt to seek assistance with funding for a particular project

· Housing renovations will happen. Over the next few months, Mr. Rizzo would like to see discussions as to how the Parents’ Association can assist with fundraising.

· Two FYIs brought forth:

· $11.6 million was raised last year

· UHA has a total endowment of $75 million

· Committee Reports

· By-laws committee will look at the election process

· Allocations committee has nine requests to be considered for funding
