The All-University Curriculum is a liberal education curriculum that seeks to develop student's ability to learn, instills the
desire to learn, and seeks learning as a lifelong endeavor. It was designed by the faculty to provide students the very best
preparation for their careers and for life. By re-emphasizing the traditional liberal arts and sciences, this curriculum
focuses on the core of learning that is essential for the well-educated adult. In this way students develop a sound
foundation in important areas outside the major. The All-University Curriculum is also designed to equip students with
essential abilities that are necessary for success in a rapidly changing world. Faculty who developed the curriculum
selected classical and traditional knowledge that has value for today. They also identified contemporary knowledge in the
social sciences, business, and technology to equip the graduate for survival in the world.

What happens as literacy moves from page to screen? Several scholars, such as Sven Birkerts and Nicholas Carr, have
declared this shift to be a crisis because the deep reading skills usually assocated with print are imperiled. Or, as the title of
Carr's seminal essay asks, "Is Google Making Us Stupid?" However, some thinkers, such as Nick Bilton, have used past
parallels, such as Plato's fear of writing, to argue that this evolution should not be feared because it too will ultimately be
beneficial. Bilton cites compelling research, such as one study of surgeons that found those who played video games are
much better at laparoscopic surgery. Still others, such as Patricia Greenfield and Maryann Wolf, have warned against either/or
arguments and instead sought to examine the best of both print-and screen-based literacy. This seminar will extend the
analysis the professor has taughtin HON 182 by the further reading of some authors (e.g.Birkerts, Carr, and Bilton) as well
as adding the latest work of Maryanne Wolf on what she terms "biliteracy." This course will combine theoretical analysis
based in English, Biology, History, and Psychology with practical applications, such as a few assignments of screen
annotations and online discussions. Prerequisite: An overall GPA of 3.00 or higher. For A&S general education, this course
can be counted as an English humanities course, and A&S English majors may take this course for elective credit. This
course counts as an HON 300 seminar for A&S students; honors students in other colleges should consult with their honors
coordinator before enroliment.

384 Exploring Cmplxity: Theory&Appl

Exploring Cmplxity:Theory&Appl 3.00 TR 03:30-04:45 pm A 318 Horvath J
Complexity theory investigates "complex systems" which can be characterized as open systems of diverse interacting agents
whose behavior is affected by memory or feedback, so that adaptive stratgegies are developed and emergent phenomena
can be generated without any agent controlling the process. Among scientists the term "complexity science" is becoming
familiar, and one can find exciting work taking place in mathematics and the sciences on such topics as fractals, chaos,
butterfly effects, evolution and emergence, organizational management, strategy, and the like. In the arts, humanities, and
social sciences, complexity theory is being used to better understand such phenomena as ethnic conflict, new genres of
music or visual art or literature, economic crises, or current developments in theology. This seminar will afford students the
opportunity to study the roots of complexity and its development as a body of inquiry and analysis, investigate the current state
of complexity writings across a variety of disciplines, and explore its application in their chosen field. Students will have the
opportunity to investigate applications in their chosen field. Prerequisite: An overall GPA of 3.00 or higher. For A&S general
education, this course can be counted as an ECON social science course. This course also may be taken for elective credit
in one of the following majors in Philosophy, Economics, or Politics and Government. This course counts as an HON 300
seminar for A&S students; honors students in other colleges should consult with their honors coordinator before enrollment.

The speed of technology has accelerated and intensified the interconnectedness of the world in ways that have transformed
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culture, politics, economics, business, and nearly every facet of human life. Indeed, no part of contemporary society remains
untouched by this phenomenon of globalization. For instance, any smartphone user today currently has more information at
his or her fingertips than a US President did a mere 20 years ago. The American economy s increasingly driven by the
rhythms of global trade. Currently, many of our mostimportant political, economic, and military challenges stem from our
relationships with the peoples of Asia and the Muslim world. And American environmental and public health concerns are
increasingly affected by conditions in other parts of the world, including Latin American and Africa. Globalization is a complex,
multifaceted, multi- disciplinary, and attimes amorphous process, thatis at once difficult to grasp and absolutely necessary
for navigating in our contemporary world. An overall GPA of 3.00 or higher. For A&S general education, this course can be
counted as a POL social science course, and POL majors may take this course for elective credit.

Gender has been generally theorized by relying (1) on the bodyand (2) as an expression of ways we think, feel and "perform"
our gender. This seminar will consider both, exploring how the human bodyis gendered as well as how we live our gender
through our reality and expressions. In this class, students will study femininities and masculinities as identities that are
always and already lived through and shaped by other factors (race, class, etc.). To this end, course readings will emphasize
memoir, autobiography, and fictional accounts of gender as lived and experienced in a world thatis informed by one's race,
class, and sex. In the fall semeseter, students will study gender as a lived experienced by reading gender theory, watching
films and collecting data from their day-to-day lives. Individually, students will produce their own gender memoirs and
autobiographies in written, video, or other multimedia form as part of a semester-long project. These projects will be put
together into larger pieces, such as a documentary or STN panel that will aim to start broader conversations about gender
within our community. No previous media experience is needed to take the class or complete assignments, justan interest
in the subject. The spring semester will be a series of lectures by faculty members and visiting speakers on the topic of
"Trans(versing) Gender, Race and Class." Prerequisite: An overall GPA of 3.00 or higher. For A&S general education, this
course can be counted as one of the following: an English humanities course, a SOC social science course, a GS course, or
an AFS course.

Everygame, from Tic-tac-toe to Connect Four to Chess, has a theory. We study the process of using ideas from the theoryto
inform the playing of the game. These ideas are sometimes strategies that can be tested either by playing in person, or by
simulation using a computer program. We will use ideas from probability, graph theory, and combinatoriics as we explore

some simple games in depth and extraolate to more complexgames.

Castaways and Survivors 3.00 MWF 10:30-11:20 am A 110 Blackwell M
Why are we fascinated by tales of shipwrecked sailors, island castaways, plane-crash survivors? What purposes are served

by stories thatask us to imagine being separated from family and friends, fending for ourselves in a hostile environment,
renegotiating social rules, and shifting our attention from the niceties of modern life to the demands of physical survival? This
course will provide an occasion for thinking about these and related questions through a selective survey of the literature of

Coetzee (Foe), or Elizabeth Bishop's ("Crusoe in England"),consider some direct and indirect cinematic reimaginings of

Robinson Crusoe (Sutherland's Mr. Robinson Crusoe, Zemeckis's Cast Away, and/or Scott's The Martian), and explore some

real survivor stories (Marquez, The Story of a Shipwrecked Sailor, or Singer, "The Castaways").

Do you get nervous in new social situations? Do you struggle to keep your hands and voice from shaking when you give

class presentations?

In this class, we will discuss the differences
between introversion, shyness, and social anxiety. We will also discuss the purpose of anxiety and the physiology of the

This seminar explores the complex, contentious relationship between what counts as art and what counts as obscenityin
American arts and popular culture from post-WWII to the presentday. We will examine the boundaries between artand

obscenity, evolving definitioins of the obscene, shifting legal frameworks for limiting or protecting speech, and the politics
surrounding public expression. We will study diverse work from artists and writers such as Chris Ofili, W.H. Auden, Kara

Walker, Robert Mapplethorpe, Yoko Ono, Andres Serrano, Nao Bustamante, and numerous others.

Over the pastdecade, we have been reminded again and again about the importance of black lives to our politics and to our
national story.

What happens as literacy moves from page to screen? Several scholars, such as Sven Birkerts and Nicholas Carr, have
declared this shiftto be a crisis because the deep reading skills usually assocated with print are imperiled. Or, as the title of
Carr's seminal essay asks, "Is Google Making Us Stupid?" However, some thinkers, such as Nick Bilton, have used past
parallels, such as Plato's fear of writing, to argue that this evolution should not be feared because it too will ultimately be
beneficial. Bilton cites compelling research, such as one study of surgeons that found those who played video games are
much better at laparoscopic surgery. Still others, such as Patricia Greenfield and Maryann Wolf, have warned against either/or
arguments and instead sought to examine the best of both print-and screen-based literacy. This seminar will extend the
analysis the professor has taughtin HON 182 by the further reading of some authors (e.g.Birkerts, Carr, and Bilton) as well
as adding the latest work of Maryanne Wolf on what she terms "biliteracy." This course will combine theoretical analysis
based in English, Biology, History, and Psychology with practical applications, such as a few assignments of screen
annotations and online discussions.
